OLD BUSINESS
A.  Skate Park Naming Committee Recommendation Review
Recreation Manager Leek discussed the process, steps and timeline taken in the establishment of the Skate Park Naming Policy.  The results of the top two possible names for the Skate Park were announced from the survey that was provided to the city.  Brisbane resident Michael Barnes addressed the Commission regarding his findings on the rationale behind the Recreational Facilities Ad Hoc Subcommittee’s recommendation to name the Skate Park, “Brisbane Skate Park”.  He stated he did not believe that many of the procedures within the Facilities Naming Policy were used in the Skate Park naming process.  He discussed the historical reference between the “8 Mile” name and the city.  The Commission discussed and gave their feedback on presenting the “8 Mile” name to the City Council.  Commissioner Covino suggested a compromise by possibly combining the two names and calling it Brisbane “8 Mile” Skate Park.  The Commission voted 6-0 to propose the name Brisbane “8 Mile” Skate Park as their recommendation to the City Council. 
B.  Review and Approval of Public Art Implementation Guidelines
Commissioner Fryer addressed three items that needed to be discussed and/or changed within the guidelines.  Commissioner Jimenez moved, seconded by Commissioner Fryer, to approve the Public Art Implementation Guidelines.  The Commission gave feedback and discussed further questions regarding the guidelines.  The Commission added to the current guidelines, “the community at large, appointed by the City Council who will serve two-year terms”.  Commissioner Fryer moved, seconded by Commission Chair Lentz, to approve the Public Art Implementation Guidelines as amended.  The motion carried 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS
A.  Community Needs Assessment Survey Questions
Recreation Manager Leek provided the Commission with information and background regarding distributing a community wide needs assessment survey.  This survey will help the Commission, as well as Staff determine what the needs of the community are regarding future programming and activities.  Recreation Manager Leek stated the goal was for the Commission to review the list of proposed questions and discuss any additions, deletions or edits.  Staff reviewed the questions with Commission and some additions were made.
